HIGHER PAY AND STEP PLAN FOR BCSO EMPLOYEES

CLEVELAND, TN. (JULY 3, 2023) — Effective July 3, 2023, Bradley County Sheriff’s Office employees
will be getting a raise, higher starting pay for new employees, and step plan.

The plan includes starting pay of $41,000 for correctional officers and $43,000 for patrol deputies. The plan
also outlines step increases for an employee’s years of service with the agency. Additionally, the Bradley
County Sheriff’s Office offers education pay, an additional supplement based on the amount of college
education a BCSO employee has achieved.

The higher pay for BCSO employees will help combat high inflation, reduce employee turnover, and will also
help attract new applicants.

The Bradley County Sheriff’s Office has worked closely with Mayor Gary Davis and the Bradley County
Commission toward developing a new pay system and higher starting salaries for BCSO employees. In the
spring of 2023, the Bradley County Sheriff’s Office proposed this step plan to the Bradley County Government.
On July 3, 2023, the new plan was passed, after being approved by the Bradley County Commission.
